The first case of COVID-19 in India was reported on
January 30, 2020 the index patient was a student who had
returned from Wuhan. Thereafter, only 2 more cases were
reported in February. Subsequently, more cases came to the
forefront in the month of March and there has been a surge in
the number of cases since the latter half of April 2020. India has
promptly responded to the novel threat. International borders
have been shut and On March 24, 2020, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi called for a complete lockdown of the entire
nation for 21 days in an effort to contain the COVID-19
pandemic. Most of the cases have been reported from the
states of Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, Delhi, and Gujarat.The
biggest challenge in India's fight against COVID19 js the
population, with a population density that is almost 3 times that
of China. The scenario is potentially worse in urban slums
where the population density may exceed more than 250
000/km2, making social distancing impossible. As many as

140 millign people in India are migrant daily-wage laborers;
with the imposition of nationwide lockdown, they are being
forced to flock back to their villages without being able to abide

by government advisories of social distancing. Unfortunately
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another major hurdie in Inda's struggle against COVID-19 has been the atfitude and action of
some of the citizens; there h:?ve been occasional reports of civilians hiding travel history in an
attempt to escape quarantine and people participating in otherwise forbidden massive
religious gatherings.

India is presently witnessing a rapid surge in the number of COVID-19 cases. Although
the nationwide lockdown has been able to decelerate the spread, the country’s ever-
increasing population, remarkably high population density and poor socioeconomic conditions
are major barriers in tndia’s battle against COVID1 9.However, the overall low case-fatality rate
is reassuring. The Government of India and the health care providers have been relentiess in
their efforts. The citizens must also help support the fight against the pandemic by adhering to
government advisories of containment and social distancing.

Free vaccination against COVID-19 commenced in India on January 16, 2021, and the
government is urging all of its citizens to be immunized, in what is expected to be the largest
vaccination program in the world.COVID-19 vaccines after various stages of clinical trials in
India. India's drug regulator has approved restricted emergency use of Covishield and
Covaxin. the home-grown Covaxin vaccine produced by Bharat Biotech & Covishield by the
Serum Institute of India. Indian manufacturers have stated that they have the Capacity to meet
the country's future needs for COVID-19 vaccines. The manpower and cold-chain
infrastructure established before the pandemic are sufficient for the initial vaccination of 30
million healthcare workers. The Indian government has taken urgent measures to expand the
country’s vaccine manufacturing capacity and has also developed an efficient digital system to
address and monitor all the aspects of vaccine administration.

In addition to the development and affordability of vaccines, an essential pillar of the
vaccination challenge is ensuring that enough doses are available globally. Currept decisions
regarding allocation are being made in the context of constrained supply. with demand

exceeding currentand projected levels of outout.16.

development. For example, COVID-19 was just introducgd to humans this year-.meaning no
one had built-up immunity for it, nor was there a vacciné t_o protect agalnst it. Currently,
researchers, scientists, doctors, and pharmaceutical companies are working hard tq develop
a vaccine for COVID-19 so that people all over the world can be protected from this deadly
disease.

The State Government has intensified immunization drives in rural areas along with
mapping of infection. The State Government has directed all d.istrict administrations to
intensify vaccinationin rural areas along with mapping of area stressing on testing, tracing and
treatment of Corona patients. At various blocks of ALL districts, a task force at block and
panchayat level has been constituted. These task forces, which comprise members from
Sahiya, Anganwadi Sevika, ANM workers, Sakhi Mandal members of JSLPS and members
from self-help groups are visiting door-to-door at villages for testing, tracing of people. The
team member records the temperature of people with a thermal scanner or thermometer. The
team members also record the oxygen level of people who are above 40 years and those
people who complain of high temperature and drop in oxygen level are asked to go for Rapid
Antigen Test (RAT). If a person's RAT test is positive the person | prescribed medicines and
advised to keep himself in home isolation. Moreover, in a village, if a member of a family has
come from another state or district or someone passed away in the last one month, then all the
members in the household are advised to go for the RAT test. The state government has setup
isolation centres at panchayatlevels.

The state government has asked all district administrations to create awareness about
Covid its symptoms, causes and possible treatment. The state government has asked
Aaganwadi Sevikas and Sahiyas to create aewareness about the proper treatment of Covid
patients. Also, police teams are making inspections at village hats and markets ensuring that
people follow corona guidelines properly. It has been ensured that people wear masks, use
sanitizers and maintain social distance in rural areas.

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Irrfan Khan, also known simply as Irrfan, was an Indian
actor who worked in Hinds cinema as well as British and
American films.

After starring in the British film The
Warrior (2001), he had his breakthrough with starring roles in
the dramas Haasil (2003) and Magbool (2004). He went on to
9ain critical acclaim for his roles in The Namesake (2006) for
Which he was nominated for the Independent Spirit Award for
B.est Supporting Male, Life in a...

In 2018, Khan was diagnosed with a neuroendocrine tumour. He died at the age of 53 on 29
April 2020 due to acolon infection. Khan was described by Peter Bradshaw of The Guardian as
"a distinguished and charismatic star in Hindi and English-language movies whose
hardworking career was an enormously valuable bridge between South Asian and Hollywood
cinema".

Irrfan Khan grew up in a middle-class family in Jaipur, where the idea of acting was not
something they would dream about. He barely saw any films as a child and teenager. His
father had a tire shop. His mother wanted him to teach and get a job close to home. But he
wanted to fly and so he left his home to join the National School of Drama (NSD) in Delhi. While
at NSD, he was approached to play an important role in Mira Nair's first film Salaam Bombay
(1988). But that role fell through. Irrfan was devastated, but he did not give up. After graduation
from NSD, he struggled for years, with a bit role on TV. He wanted to act in films, but the
mainstream in the Hindi film industry was not ready to embrace a tall, lanky actor with hooded
eyes. His greatest qualities were patience and persistence. He always wanted to be
challenged.

His success story is atestimony to his acting talent which subverted box-office norms. He
was arare gem in the history of Hindi cinema. Also, a supporting actor who rose to mainstream
stardom, and played lead roles in commercially successful films like 'Hindi Medium' and 'Piku’.

Whenever the word “Canyon” is used about a destination in India, the first name which
po;?s into mind is that of the hill station of Mahabaleswar. Yet, in the most unusual place in
India lies a full-fledged gorge which at first look resembles a miniature version of Grand
F)anyon of Arizona, USA. Welcome to the “Grand Canyon” of West Bengal - Gongoni. Located
inthe small town of Garbeta, this fascinating wide gorge of red soil stands on the banks of river
Silabati. Locally known as “Gongoni Danga" or “Gongoni Khola", the gorge is a handiwork of
Mother Nature through years of soil erosion coupled with some assistance from the river. The
water body flows through the gorge during monsoon. In the plain lands of Bengal such a
landscape is uncommon and exceptional, which is why this gorge is often referred to as Grand
Canyon of Bengal. Recently a Stair case has been built by the West Bengal Government, so
that one can easily walk down into the Canyon. The sunlight was just about mellow as we
reached at the top of the Gorge. This was my second visit, but the light made a huge
difference. | fet | was visiting the gorge for the first time. The top portion of the Gorge was
comprised of Red Soil, while it was getting yellow as it sloped down the bottom. The mellow
sunlight made it glow like gold. My memories of McKenna's Gold and similar other Western
Movies came back. | would not have been surprised if a cowboy riding on a horse back
appeared from somewhere. There is a local folklore that Pandava prince Bheem slayed here
the demon Bakasura who lived in this Canyon, during the exile of the Pandavas. However, the
story is debatable. As per Hindu Epic Mahabharata, Pandavas stayed at a place called
Ekachakrapura during this incident. The demon Bakasura lived in a nearby hill. There is a
place called Ekachakra near Rampurhat which is believed to be the Ekachakrapura of
Mahabaharata. it even has a pond surrounded by trees named as Panadav Tala, where
Pandavas were supposed to have stayed during their exile.

Only one technical problemis there. There is no nearby hill at Ekchakra. {\lso Gongoniis
around 207 km from Ekachakra. | have no idea about the superhuman capacu'ty of Bheem as
to whether he walked over 200 km to meet Bakasura. Also, whether 200 plus kilometre can be

considered as “Nearby” as per Mahabharata Standard is difficult to tell.

There are statue of Two Dwarpal (Gaurds) on either side of the dooor Later | got
reference of the same in Pranab Roy's book on heritage of Medinipur - “Medinipur Jelar
Pratna Sampad” Locally people call this structure as * MatukGara”

The Jagamohan or the adjoining Hall with a pyramid shaped roof (Known as Pidha) is
rather attractive with small stucco statues of 64 Yoginis and Snake woran on its walls, just like
Orissa Deul Temples. The capping element of the Jagmohan consists of an attractive Ribbed
Amlaka and an elongated Kalasha, very much like Orissa Deul There is along Charchala
Natmandirin front of the temple, which historians have said to be a structure.

Ekratna Temple with Dwadesh Shiva Temple

The other temple | visited was an Ekratna temple along with twelve Deul Shiva temple
inside a complex near a market place. The temple complex has been heavily modified with a
huge decorated gate. The ekratna temple has been painted in multi colours and many statues
in it seem to be an addition in recent times. | saw later more terracotta temples at
Chandrakona which were heavily multicolored in the name of conservation It made them look
like South Indian Temples. The best way to go is take the Rupasi Bangla Express from
